The Health White Paper, ‘Equity and Excellence: Liberating the NHS’ was published on 12th July and sets out the Government's vision for the NHS.  The proposals represent some of the biggest changes to the NHS in the last 60 years and provide both opportunities and challenges for the voluntary and community sector.  RAISE, in partnership with Regional Voices and the Department of Health, will be holding a consultation event to discuss the implications and impact of the changes proposed in the Health White Paper, and to gather views from the sector.  

The event will:
· Raise awareness of the proposed changes and stimulate informed response to the five   consultations that have been published as part of the White Paper;
· Help voluntary and community organisations, patients, service user and carers groups and other community organisations to understand how the White Paper will impact on their work and the opportunities it presents;
· Identify some of the cross-cutting issues that are of particular relevance to the sector; 

· Provide a forum to develop an understanding of the sector’s role in emerging health structures;
· Provide direct feedback to the Department of Health on the consultation areas.
Delegates will have the opportunity to attend three interactive workshops to discuss issues in depth and to provide feedback directly to those leading on the consultations from the Department of Health.  At the start of the event, delegates will choose three from the following five workshops:
1. Putting patients and the public first

2. Improving healthcare outcomes

3. Commissioning for patients and increasing democratic legitimacy in health

4. Regulating healthcare providers

5. Public Health

Whether you currently deliver, or plan to deliver, health and care services, you should be aware of the proposals contained within the White Paper and how they will affect you.
